At 18, Tom Daley won a bronze medal at the 2012 London Olympics in the 10-metre platform diving. In the crowd, his mum, his younger brothers and his grandparents were there to support him.

After a difficult start, Tom performed some fantastic dives. He was in first place going into the last round, but lost to Qui Bo from China (silver medalist) and David Boudia from the USA (gold medalist).
